	Metro Gold Line Reaches 1,000 Days without a Lost-Time Accident
The Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension contractor continues to set safety records as it works toward the light-rail line’s scheduled 2009 opening.  Since construction began, Eastside LRT Constructors has worked approximately 1.75 million hours without a lost-time incident, a key measure of workplace safety.  In other words, the contractor has worked 1,000 days without a lost-time incident.  The contractor will celebrate the workers’ current safety accomplishment on April 11, 2007.  If the team continues to work as safely, Eastside LRT Constructors will likely reach 2 million work hours in July 2007.

Delegation of Transportation Officials from Rochester, New York Visits Metro

Today, a delegation from Rochester Genesee Regional Transportation Authority (RGRTA) visited Metro headquarters.  RGRTA has launched a new project under the name of Technology Initiative for Driving Excellence (TIDE), with the objective of implementing advanced transit systems technologies, targeted towards improving customer service as well as operational efficiency and effectiveness.  The delegation was interested in a number of technology and operational innovations employed by Metro.  
Metro staff briefed the delegation on the general functionality and system integrations for the Universal Fare System, Automatic Passenger Counters, Automatic Voice Annunciators, and the Advanced Traveler’s Information Systems.  Staff also provided general background information on the integration of bus and route assignments to payroll and with dispatchers. 
Following this briefing, the delegation was given a tour of the Bus Operations Control Center.  The 13-member delegation consisted of RGRTA’s CEO Mark Aesch, commissioners and other executive staff.
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
