	FTA Deputy Administrator Sherry Little to Visit Metro

On Wednesday, May 16th, FTA Deputy Administrator Sherry Little will receive a briefing on Metro’s current and planned transportation projects.  Following the briefing, staff will give her a tour of the ongoing construction for both the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension and the Exposition Light Rail Line Transit Project.

Proposed Cancellation of Line 442
The Los Angeles Times is preparing a story about Metro’s plans to cancel Line 442.  Dana Coffey, South Bay General Manager was interviewed and provided the reporter with ridership stats indicating that the total ridership on Line 442 is 200 passengers per day. She stated riders using Line 442 have a variety of bus and rail alternatives that can be used to make their commute into LA.  For example, patrons can use Metro Lines 115, 315, 714 and the new Rapid Express Service Line 940, which will begin in June, as service alternatives to Line 442.  On the rail side, the Metro Green Line is an option they can use.
The reporter asked if Line 442 was the only freeway express service serving south Central Los Angeles, staff told the reporter that the Harbor Transit Way has service running every 8 to 10 minutes that goes through the South Central community.  In the South Bay area, express service includes the 444, 445, 446 and 447 with travel frequency of every 15 minutes starting at 5 a.m. to midnight.  The story is expected to run next week.

Metro Gold Line Construction Update

Media Relations issued a news release today announcing that beginning this week the traffic flow at Wood Avenue and Third Street in East Los Angeles has been reconfigured southbound and northbound in order to allow Metro construction workers to lay down track at the intersection of Pomona Boulevard and Woods Avenue as part of the construction of the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension.

Motorists traveling southbound on Woods Avenue will need to make a right turn on Third Street. Traffic going northbound will need to make a right turn on Pomona Boulevard. On Beverly Boulevard, traffic headed northwest to Third Street will be maintained. Eastbound traffic on Third Street and southeast traffic to Beverly Boulevard will be maintained. All eastbound traffic on Pomona Boulevard also will be maintained. Metro will use cones, cement barriers and arrow boards to help ease the traffic throughout the construction area and minimize impacts to the community. Access to homes and business and pedestrian traffic will be maintained. Emergency vehicles access will be maintained at all times.

Bike to Work Week

Media Relations distributed a news release today noting that Metro will kickoff its 13th annual celebration of Bike to Work Week with a bike rally and fair featuring Ed Begley, Jr. and a free concert by the Ditty Bops at Los Angeles City Hall, Monday, May 14.  Metro also will be offering as prizes several commuter bikes and bike accessories to those who register in advance online at www.metro.net/biketowork and pledge to be part of the solution to alleviate gridlock by pedaling to work, school or other destination on Thursday, May 17, Bike to Work Day.

The rally will begin at 11:30 am on the South Lawn of Los Angeles City Hall, 200 North Spring St. in Downtown Los Angeles. Los Angeles City Council members Wendy Greuel, Eric Garcetti and Tom LaBonge, Los Angeles County Bike Coalition (LACBC) and Los Angeles City Department of Transportation (LADOT) and Metro will participate.  The concert will begin at 12:15 pm.

In addition, on Thursday, May 17, Metro will offer free rides to bicyclists on Metro buses and trains throughout Los Angeles County. Moreover, LADOT Commuter Express, Beach Cities Transit, Commerce Municipal Bus Lines, Gardena Municipal Lines, Long Beach Transit, Montebello Bus Lines, Norwalk Transit, Santa Clarita Transit, Torrance Transit, and Whittier Transit also will offer free rides to bicyclists who use transit for part of their commute day.
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
