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	Long Beach Transit Mall Security Exercise June 2

Media Relations reissued a news release advising the public of possible delays in Metro Blue Line service and local bus services due to a planned security training exercise in the Long Beach Transit Mall loop tomorrow morning, June 2 from 6 a.m. to 9 a.m.  The Transit Mall Station, 1st Street Station, 5th Street Station and Pacific Metro Blue Line Stations will all be temporarily closed.  Northbound and Southbound trains will instead operate from Anaheim Station.  Replacement bus service will be made available.  Regular service is expected to resume within in the after shortly after 9 a.m.  The exercise will evaluate communications and response between Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department and Long Beach Police Department law enforcement agencies, working with Metro bus and rail operations and Long Beach Transit.

Metro Gold Line Service Impacted June 9 & 10

Media Relations distributed a news release today announcing that Metro Gold Line service between the Del Mar Station and Mission Station in Pasadena will be impacted on Saturday and Sunday, June 9 and 10 due to maintenance work.  In support of the City of Pasadena’s California Boulevard street improvement project, Metro maintenance crews will be moving train control and grade crossing systems circuitry.

As a result, there will be no through train service between the two stations all day on both Saturday and Sunday.  The three stations impacted by the system maintenance work include Del Mar, Fillmore and Mission stations.  Metro will provide buses to transport patrons between the three stations.  All northbound passengers will need to alight the Metro Gold Line at the Mission Station and board buses to complete their destination through the affected area.  Southbound passengers will need to get off the train at the Del Mar Station.  Service to and from the Fillmore Station will occur via Metro buses.

Trains will depart Union Station in downtown Los Angeles and the Sierra Madre Villa Station in East Pasadena according to regular schedules throughout the mid-day, afternoon and evening.  Early morning departures from Sierra Madre Villa Station will be up to five minutes later than regular schedule.  Early Morning departures from Union Station will be normal schedule.

IFB to procure 135 Standard Sedans
Metro will release an Invitation for Bids next week to procure 135 Standard Sedans.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from June 4 through August 6, 2007. The sedans are being procured as replacements for the current non-revenue fleet of vehicles that have far exceeded their lifecycle and operational efficiency.

RFP to procure capital improvements to the Regional Rebuild Center

Metro will release a Request for Proposals next week to procure capital improvements to the Regional Rebuild Center (RRC) that will transform the facility into a state-of-the-art, energy-efficient facility.  The project will incorporate a large solar energy system to create electricity for the RRC, and energy conservation upgrades that will reduce the energy demands of that facility.  The project shall be procured as a Public/Private Partnership (PPP)that will require the award recommended firm to design, finance, build and maintain the facility improvements for as long as 20 years.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from June 4 through September 13, 2007.

The RRC Public/Private Partnership project is part of Metro’s long range facility plan to improve the energy efficiency of its operating facilities.  The use of PPPs has been successfully applied to create Metro’s CNG Fueling Facilities.  The success of those projects has shown that PPPs can be structured to implement good environmental policy, as well as meet sound business practices.
