The bronze plaque is located on a column near the main entrance to the building on Patsaurous Plaza.
Tagger “Chahchi” Arrested for Damages Made to Metro Buses
On May 31, 2007 a search warrant was served to suspect, Ernesto Lopez MH/21 for $25,000 worth of graffiti damages to buses from Divisions 2, 5 and 18.  The South Bureau Special Problems Unit Deputies investigated Tagger "Chachi" for approximately one month before they were able to identify him and associate him with his moniker of "Chahchi.  
Evidence collected documenting his crimes led to Ernesto Lopez who plead guilty this past Friday.  He received two years in State Prison and was ordered to pay $25,000 in restitution.  
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
