	News Release on Metro’s New Fare Structure
Media Relations distributed a news release today announcing the new Metro Fare Structure set to take place on Sunday, July 1.  The news release notes that without a fare change, Metro was facing a projected $1.8 billion operating deficit over the next 10 years that would have severely impacted service for thousands of riders and stymied the transit agency’s efforts to provide new transit service in an era of rising gas prices and growing traffic congestion.

News Release on Metro Eastside Extension Construction Update
Media Relations distributed a news release this afternoon noting that Metro construction workers are constructing a sanitary sewer and storm drainage system on First Street between Savannah and Mott streets in Boyle Heights as part of the construction of the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension.  Work began today and will last through August.  Night construction hours will be from 6 p.m. to 6 a.m., Monday through Friday.

Street parking is restricted on First Street and traffic has been reduced to one lane in each direction.  Cones and electronic boards are redirecting traffic to minimize the impact to the community.  Flaggers are helping with pedestrian traffic.  Access to homes, businesses and emergency vehicles will be maintained at all times.
