	Department of Homeland Security Secretary Chertoff Issues Statement on Glasgow Airport Terminal Terror Attack

In a statement released on Saturday, June 30, 2007, Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Secretary Chertoff stated, "At this point, I have seen no specific, credible information suggesting that this latest incident (London & Glasgow) is connected to a threat to the (our) homeland.  We have no plans at this time to change the national threat level, although we remind everyone that the aviation threat level has been raised to orange since last fall.

However, in an abundance of caution during this holiday period, DHS will be implementing plans to increase our security measures at U.S. airports, mass transit and other transportation facilities. Some of these measures will be visible; others will not. 

We encourage the public to go about their business and recreational plans as usual, but remain vigilant to the events happening in your environment and report any suspicious activities to authorities.”

As for Metro, DHS/TSA (Transportation Security Administration) will be providing us with an augmentation force to act as Metro’s extra “eyes and ears” during a short period of heightened concern.  None of these extra security measures will impact on Metro’s service during this period.

The Federal Bureau of Investigation to Film Metro’s System Security and Law Enforcement Department’s Use of Hand Held Live Scan Devices
On July 9-10, the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) will film Metro’s System Security and Law Enforcement Department’s use of a hand held live scan device.  The hand held live scan devices, which are Blackberry-type phones with an attachment to perform the finger print scans, are being used by El Monte Deputies as a Pilot Project to scan two fingers for prints.  Once scanned, the fingerprints are sent to the Justice database, which will almost instantaneously provide identification of an individual to determine if the person has a criminal record.  In addition, the hand held live scan device can be used to access California Drivers License information to ensure the correct identification/information is obtained for citations.  The film will be used by the FBI to document the systems capabilities in a real life, real time environment and to support the purchase similar devices for the Bureau.
Metro Rail Boycott

The United Rail Riders of Los Angeles demonstrated today at two Metro Red Lines stations in Hollywood, calling for 30-day boycott of all Metro Rail lines in protest of higher bus and rail fares effective July 1.  Media Relations staff attended the demonstrations and provided media interviews on the need for higher fares to address the agency’s budget deficit.  Staff reported that, even with higher fares, Metro is still a less expensive alternative to driving in Los Angeles.  Metro services continue to improve for bus riders, with the recent addition of four new Metro Rapid Lines, and the future launch of several new Rapid Lines in the coming year.  These interviews and ones given over the weekend included Channels 4, 5, 7, 34, 52, La Opinion and Hoy.  Today’s stories are expected to run this afternoon and tomorrow.

Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board Meeting

The Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board is scheduled to meet this Thursday, July 5th at 2:30 p.m. in the Kenneth Hahn Hall of Administration, in the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors’ Hearing Room 381B.

At the meeting, the Expo Board will consider staff recommendations to:

· Approve the FY08 City of Los Angeles Annual Work Plan for design review, coordination and construction inspection services;

· Approve the CalTrans FY08 Annual Work Plan for design review, coordination and construction inspection services;

· Approve the City of Los Angeles Department of Water and Power FY08 Annual Work Plan for design review, coordination and construction inspection services; and

· Approve a Memorandum of Understanding between Time Warner Cable and the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority to support the design and construction of the Expo Light Rail Transportation Project.

In addition to the above listed action items, the board will receive and file an update on Expo Authority Federal lobbyist options, adopt the updated staff salary structure, and adopt the CalPERS final resolution and contract.
The next scheduled meeting will be held on Thursday, August 2, 2007.
