	Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board Meeting

The Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board is scheduled to meet on Thursday, September 6, 2007 at 2:30 p.m. in the Kenneth Hahn Hall of Administration, in the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors’ Hearing Room 381B.

At the meeting, the Expo Board will consider:

· Approval of the Master Cooperative Agreement between the City of Los Angeles Department of Water and Power and the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority; 

· Approval of required work orders for an amount not-to-exceed $1,000,000 to complete the remaining Southern California Gas Company utility relocations; and 
· Authorizing the Chief Executive Officer to issue a Notice-to-Proceed for Contract Package A2 to Flatiron/Fluor/Parsons, a joint venture in an amount not-to-exceed $45,476,969 for Corridor Improvements from 23rd Street to Vermont Avenue.
In addition to the above listed action items, the board will receive a California Transportation Commission update and receive and file a monthly report on contracts authorized by the CEO and a monthly update on the status of the Exposition Light Rail Transit Project.
The next scheduled meeting will be held on Thursday, October 4, 2007.
