IFB for Liquid Waste Disposal Services

Metro will release an Invitation to Bid next week to procure Liquid Waste Disposal Services.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from August 30 through November 29, 2007.

The services required under the proposed contract will require the removal, transportation, and disposal of liquid hazardous and non-hazardous wastes from Metro clarifiers, sump pits, trenches, hoists, water/oil separators, waste fuel tanks, storage tanks and caustic tanks located throughout the Los Angeles area.  The current five-year contract expires December 31, 2007.
