	Media Inquiry regarding the Metro Gold Line Train Accident

Numerous media outlets covered today’s accident involving a Metro Gold Line train. The accident occurred shortly before 8 a.m. this morning when a south bound Metro Gold Line train struck a pickup truck at Avenue 55 and Marmion Way in Highland Park. The accident blocked both north and southbound tracks of the Metro Gold Line. Metro buses were deployed to transport passengers around the accident between Highland Park and Southwest Museum stations. 

A total of six people were injured in the accident including the driver of the pickup truck, a LASD deputy on board the train at the time of the accident and four passengers. The Sheriff’s deputy and four passengers sustained minor injuries and were transported to Huntington Memorial Hospital. Train Operator Edward de Hoyos was not injured. 
City firefighters freed the driver of the pickup, who was transported to the hospital and was listed in critical condition. Witnesses said the pickup truck ran a red light and was struck by the train. The accident is under investigation.

Extensive media coverage aired this morning and additional stories are expected to run tonight and tomorrow. Media Relations personnel responded to the scene of the accident to assist media representatives.

Metro Hosts People’s Republic of China National Audit Office Delegation

Today, Metro hosted a 28 member Capital Investment Audit Delegation from the People’s Republic of China National Audit Office (CNAO).   The group included senior audit officials from some of China’s largest provinces, major industries and government departments.  The delegation is visiting the United States to learn about how American auditors handle Public Works audits. 

Metro staff briefed the international delegation on several audit areas including, change order audit issues, contractor’s claims, and issues related to professional services contracts.  In addition, we provided a detailed overview of the techniques employed in each phase of the audit process.  The delegation provided information regarding the organization the CNAO and the operation of the Nanjing Audit University. After the briefing the group received a tour of Metro Rail facilities.
