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	Homeland Security Drill in North Hollywood
As was announced on August 21st, Metro’s ongoing Homeland Security training program will be conducting a drill on Saturday, September 15th from 7:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. at the Orange Line and Red Line interface in North Hollywood (NoHo).

The drill will involve a mock terrorist attack on an Orange Line bus involving two bombs at the NoHo Orange Line Station. This will be followed a few minutes later by a chemical attack involving chlorine gas at the NoHo Red Line Station platform area. A “Hot Wash” (debriefing) will be held on site at end of exercise for all attendees.

Agencies participating in the drill include Metro’s Security, Bus Operations and Rail Operations, the Los Angeles Fire Department and Hazmat Team, LA Sheriff’s Dept. and Hazmat Team, LA Police Dept. and the FBI.
Metro Blue Line Safety Exercise

Officers from Union Pacific Police Department, Metrolink, Metro and LASD participated this morning in a media ride along the Metro Blue Line/Union Pacific alignment from 24th Street to Artesia station to demonstrate the officer-on-a-train program.  Officers were assigned to several stations and railroad crossings to issue citations to both drivers and pedestrians for rail-related code violations.  Around 600 citations were issued at the end of the safety exercise.  The tickets for each offence cost $177.  Channels 4, 7, 62, radio station KFWB and the Chinese Daily News participated on the 9 a.m. press conference outside the Rail Operations Control Center facility in Willowbrook.  Los Angeles Daily News also posted information on its blog site “Along for the Ride”.  Stories will run today, tonight and tomorrow.

IFB for Canopy Structures

Metro will release an Invitation for Bids next week to procure Three Canopy Structures for Division 10 Facilities.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 13 through December 14, 2007. 

The Contractor shall remove one existing canopy and install three new canopies at the Division 10 facilities.  Presently, Division 10 cannot provide an efficient, safe and productive work flow through the facility by approximately 40 regular buses.  Work flow is expected to grow with the addition of 38 articulated buses in December.  The additional canopies are required to extend the existing and projected bus maintenance covered work areas.

IFB for Bus Tubing Kits

Metro will release an Invitation for Bid next week to procure Bus Tubing Kits for Intake, Exhaust, Charge Air Cooler and Cooling System.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 17 through December 28, 2007.

The coolant system tubing is one of the main components of the bus engine cooling system.  A redesigned coolant system tubing assembly is required in order to be compatible with the new Cummins bus engines that are being installed.
