Business Transportation and Housing Secretary Dale Bonner today issued the attached letter calling on the California Transportation Commission to allocate TCIF funds by December 31, 2007.  The letter also references the State’s Goods Movement Action Plan as having a comprehensive plan for this process.

The reporter was provided an overall update on the $898 million light rail project.  Staff explained that we are more than halfway towards the completion of  the construction project, construction of the eight new stations are underway, and the right-of way and tracking along the six-mile segment is being done and the system installation has begun. Next week, two public hearings will be held in the Metro Board room.
