	Crenshaw-Prairie Transit Corridor Project Completes Scoping Meetings

Metro staff and consultants for the Crenshaw-Prairie Transportation Corridor project conducted one interagency and three community scoping meetings last week to inform the corridor communities and public agencies about the project and to elicit their input on the scope of the project.  Over 120 people attended the community meetings held throughout the corridor.  Participants were generally favorable toward the project and look forward to greater definition of the alignment and mode as the process moves forward.  Further public scoping comments may be submitted through November 5th via mail, e-mail, fax or by phone.  The next steps involve the preparation of a Project Scoping Report which documents the complete public process including identification of issues raised and how best to address them in the alternatives analysis and environmental process.  The initial alternatives screening results will be presented to the Metro Board in early 2008.
Media Inquiry into the Westside Transit Corridor Study Meetings

Los Angeles City Beat will spotlight the October Westside Extension Transit Corridor Study meetings for the publication’s 3rd Degree column.  Metro community relations staff reported that the agency received much public feedback about the traffic conditions on the Westside and the need for more transportation options in the area.  The general consensus from the public was that it desired as much transit solutions in the shortest time possible to help alleviate Westside traffic gridlock.  While many of the public expressed a desire for a subway, there were other alternatives discussed, from monorail to BRT, as well as different alignments and stations.  Metro will provide its recommendation for a locally preferred alternative to the Metro Board next year based in part on feedback it has received from these public scoping meetings.  The Q&A column is expected to run tomorrow. 

Metro Service Brushfire Update

This morning, Metro resumed operating the full route of our Line 534 to Malibu when Pacific Coast Highway was reopened in the area.  Subsequently, the line was cut-back to the vicinity of Pepperdine University when Caltrans closed the road again due to an automobile accident at PCH and Kanan Dume Road.  We anticipate resuming full service shortly.

Metro Service Alert: Metro Blue Line Track Repairs – Friday, October 26 thru Sunday, October 28, 2007

Beginning Friday night at 9:00 p.m. October 26 and continuing thru Sunday, October 28, Metro crews will be repairing the 130th Street Blue Line grade crossing, between Imperial/Wilmington and Compton Stations. 

Starting Friday night to close of service on Saturday night, both the northbound and southbound Blue Line tracks will be out of service.  Buses will be used to transport passengers around the closure as follows:

Northbound passengers will exit the train at Compton and board buses at Willowbrook Avenue for travel to Imperial/Wilmington Station (12-15 minutes). 

•
Southbound passengers will exit the train at Imperial/Wilmington and board buses on the west side of station (Lines 120-121 bus stops) to travel to Compton Station (8-10 minutes). 

On Sunday, one track will open for trains.  

Customers should allow a minimum of 30 minutes additional time and expect delays.
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
