Among other things, the article did not include any of the positive comments that Carol made regarding how (1) Los Angeles County must strongly consider congestion pricing and why; (2) we can mitigate potential impacts from congestion pricing by provide additional “capacity” using tolls to pay for increase transit and van pool service; and (3) there are parts of the county, such as North County, where it is more easy to add roadway capacity through toll projects because of land availability.
