	Assembly Approves Congestion Pricing Legislation

Today, the State Assembly approved SB 1422 (Ridley-Thomas) which authorizes our congestion pricing proposal.  The final vote count on the measure was 64 - 11 and will next be considered in the Senate.  We expect that the Senate will consider the measure tomorrow.

Measure R Panel Discussion

On Monday, August 25, 2008, the Glassell Park Neighborhood Council invited staff to participate in a panel discussion on Measure R to place a half-cent sales tax on the consolidated November ballot.  Staff provided information and facts regarding Measure R and other panel members provided an oppose position on the initiative.

At the conclusion of the 75-minute discussion, a number of community members expressed great interest in the measure and in learning how to better utilize the bus transit system in their community.  
Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority Board Meeting
On Thursday, September 4, 2008, the Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority (Expo) Board is scheduled to meet at 2:30 p.m. in the Board of Supervisors’ Hearing Room (381B) in the Kenneth Hahn Hall of Administration.

During the meeting, the Expo Board will consider the following:

· Receive and File a monthly report on contracts approved by the Chief Executive Officer (CEO) or under his delegated authority.  This report details contract awards for August 2008;

· Approve an amendment to the Phase 1 FY09 budget to cover the Universal Fare System equipment costs;

· Approve an amendment to the FY09 Phase 1 budget to cover additional costs in the Professional Services category;

· Authorize the CEO to issue a Limited Notice-to-Proceed (LNTP) for Contract Package C2, storm drain protection from La Brea Aerial Structure Approaches, to FCI/Fluor/Parsons (FFP), a joint venture, in an amount not-to-exceed $4,791,940;
· Authorize the CEO to issue a Notice-to-Proceed for Contract Package D2C, Trackwork Installation, to FCI/Fluor/ Parsons (FFP), a joint venture, in an amount not-to-exceed $35,054,549, including bond and subcontractor support from FFP.
In addition, the Board will Receive and File the Monthly Phase I and Phase II Project Status Update for the Exposition Light Rail Transit Project.
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
