Quarterly Legislative Briefing

Yesterday, staff members for elected officials from across Los Angeles County came to Gateway Headquarters to attend our Quarterly Legislative Briefing.  The briefing featured three presentations on our congestion reduction demonstration initiative, an informational briefing on Measure R and a review of a number of major transit corridor studies we are currently undertaking.

Gateway Cities Transit Providers Meeting

Yesterday, the Gateway Cities Sector conducted its quarterly 'Gateway Cities Transit Providers Meeting', which included presentations on our Short Range Transit Plan, with an emphasis on projects in the Gateway Cities area, an update on Transit Access Pass (TAP) and Gating programs and a presentation on anti-graffiti programs and success stories.  The group had a lengthy discussion after the graffiti presentation and talked about the idea of convening a regional meeting to see if a collaborative effort could be made to resolve this problem.

Over 20 people attended the meeting, including representatives from the cities of South Gate, Paramount, Whittier, the Los Angeles County Department of Public Works and various transit agencies including Norwalk, Long Beach and Commerce.  Gateway Cities Governance Council representatives Cheri Kelley, Wally Shidler and George Bass also participated.

I-710 Corridor Project EIR/EIS Public Scoping Meetings

This week, three public scoping meetings for the I-710 Corridor Project Environmental Impact Report & Environmental Impact Study (EIR/EIS) were held on September 9th, 10th and 11th.  Over 160 people attended the meetings, which took place in East Long Angeles, Paramount and Long Beach.  At the meetings, participants were asked to give their input on the project’s purpose and need, critical environmental issues and six freeway improvement alternatives identified to date.

I-710 Corridor Project EIR/EIS will study 18 miles of the I-710 freeway between the Ports of Long Beach and Los Angeles and the Pomona Freeway (SR-60).  We are conducting the project in collaboration with six partner agencies – Caltrans, Gateway Cities Council of Governments, Port of Long Beach, Port of Los Angeles, I-5 Joint Powers Authority and Southern California Association of Governments.

Harbor Subdivision Elected Officials Briefing

Prior to the Early Scoping meetings scheduled for September 23, 2008 in Torrance, September 24, 2008 in Wilmington, September 25, 2008 in Huntington Park and September 30, 2008 in El Segundo, we will  hold  two Elected Officials briefings for the Harbor Subdivision Transit Corridor Alternative Analysis (AA).  The AA will examine potential transit service along our Harbor Subdivision, a freight rail corridor that runs between the City of Vernon and the community of Wilmington.  The goal of the study, which commenced in June 2008, is to improve mobility in southwestern Los Angeles County.

RFP for Chemical Detection Network Interface System

We will release a Request for Proposals (RFP) next week to procure a Chemical Detection Network Interface System.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 18, 2008 through November 14, 2008.
The contractor shall furnish, deliver, and warrant hardware and software required for a Chemical Detection Network Interface System.  This system will allow the sensors installed at all Metro Redline stations to be monitored from the Rail Operations Center and another remote location.

IFB for Renovation Work at Division 1

We will release an Invitation for Bids (IFB) next week to procure contractor services for various renovation work at Division 1.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 18, 2008 through November 6, 2008. 

The renovation work consists of (1) AC shop enclosure, relocation of existing air lines, installation of in-ground hoist and power; (2) a new bin canopy installed adjacent to the west side of the tire shop; and (3) a new storage canopy installed adjacent to the existing storage.  The purpose of this project is to improve working conditions and thereby increase efficiency of support to maintenance operations at Division 1.

IFB for Storage Renovation & Installation of New Storage Equipment at Division 7

Division 7 is a major bus operating and maintenance facility that provides public bus services for local communities within the Westside/Central Service Sector.
