	State Senate Conducts Metrolink Informational Hearing

Next week, the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee will conduct an informational hearing on the September 12, 2008 collision involving a Metrolink train and a freight train to discuss lessons learned and next steps.  The hearing will take place on Wednesday, October 8, 2008 from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. at the City of Los Angeles’ Marvin Braude Constituent Service Center, Room 1A & 1B, 6262 Van Nuys Boulevard, Van Nuys, California 91401. 
Representatives from the Federal Rail Administration, California Public Utilities Commission and Senator Dianne Feinstein’s office are expected to attend and testify.  We understand that the hearing may focus on the use of cell phones while operating a transit vehicle.  Government Relations staff will coordinate with Metrolink staff to offer any necessary assistance for the hearing and provide an update following the meeting.

Expo Light Rail – Construction Notice
Starting Thursday, October 2, 2008, 9:00 p.m. – 5:30 a.m. and Friday, October 3, 2008, 11:00 p.m. to 7:30 a.m., a transfer of existing traffic lanes will take place from the east side of Flower Street to the west side of Flower Street in the downtown corridor of the Expo Light Rail Line, as noted in the attached construction notice.

Traffic Impacts:
