This morning, I joined L.A. City Mayor and Metro Board Chair Antonio Villaraigosa at L.A. City College to announce the partnership between Metro and the L.A. Community College District (LACCD) to offer low-cost smart card based public transportation passes to nearly 30,000 students at nine district community colleges across Los Angeles.  The largest pass programs of its kind in the country, Metro’s Institutional Access Pass (I-TAP) Program enables colleges to subsidize transit passes for their student body to encourage public transit use.  LACCD students pay only $15 per semester for the pass, saving them $200 over non-participating school pass prices.  
Several media outlets, including the Los Angeles Times, KFWB, Metro Networks, La Opinion, Univision Channel 34, Sing Tao Daily and Chinese Daily News covered the event, with the stories expected today and tomorrow.  

Regional Targets Advisory Committee Appointment Request

Today, I submitted a letter to Mary Nichols, Chair of the California Air Resources Board (CARB) requesting that we be appointed to the Regional Targets Advisory Committee.  This appointment will help ensure that our transportation projects are consistent with L.A. County’s Sustainable Communities Strategies (SCS) and determine the greenhouse gas emission reduction targets, which must be achieved by the County.  The work of this committee will be key to establishing emissions requirements for Los Angeles County and the Southern California region.  These targets will guide the direction of SCAG's next Regional Transportation Plan in 2012.
