Today, Media Relations issued a news release noting that this week we began a second round of visits to public and private schools in the communities near the soon to open Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension.  In the first round of visits, sixty schools from Kindergarten through Grade 12 in communities such as Little Tokyo, Boyle Heights, East Los Angeles and Montebello received safety training.  These visits are part of our Safety’s 1st campaign, “Look, Listen ad Stay Alive”, to educate Eastside residents on how to be safe around the light rail trains when service begins this summer.  

In addition, Community Relations staff will host 10 safety training presentations during their visit to five local libraries, three main hospitals and community and religious centers during March and April.    We will also begin delivering 85,000 flyers with this safety message door-to-door to businesses and residences.

Media Relations Issues a News Release on Service Sector Upcoming Public Hearings
Today, Media Relations issued a news release noting that Metro’s five community-based service sectors will hold a series of public hearings in February to receive public input on proposed Metro Bus service changes and enhancements that, if approved, would be implemented in June. The release highlights that one proposal coming from both the San Gabriel Valley and the South Bay Service Sector includes the creation of a new Line 910.  The line would operate between the El Monte Station and the Artesia Transit Center via the El Monte Busway and the Harbor Freeway Transitway enabling passengers to experience express bus service connecting the two transit centers through downtown Los Angeles.

Other enhancements include the rerouting of several bus lines to serve the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension that is scheduled to open this summer.
