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	Pelosi Unveils Timeline for Stimulus Legislation
Today, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi outlined a proposed timeline for action on the economic recovery package.  She indicated that legislation would be marked up in the House Appropriations and Ways and Means Committees during the week of January 19-23, with House floor action to occur during the week of January 26-30.  Pelosi also warned her colleagues that Congress will forego its planned recess during the third week of February if a final conference agreement is not completed in time for presidential approval by mid-February.  On the other side of the Capitol, the Senate has yet to reveal a specific timetable, but the Senate Finance Committee intends to mark up the tax portion of the stimulus measure shortly after Inauguration Day.  

Our federal advocates continue to aggressively make the case to leadership and committees of jurisdiction that highway formula funds should reach the local level.  Our team is also pushing project delivery streamlining and rewarding self-help localities, along with urging greater funding levels for transit that deviate from the traditional 80/20 split between highways and transit.  We will continue to keep you informed of new developments.
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
