	USDOT Releases Highway Formula Funds from Economic Recovery Act 
Yesterday, the Federal Highway Administration officially released highway formula funds made available through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).  A total of $26,660,000,000 was apportioned to the states, with California’s share at $2,569,568,320.  Of this amount, the Los Angeles-Long Beach-Santa Ana urbanized area is designated to receive $268,311,943.  This amount represents the largest suballocation of formula funds to any metropolitan area in the nation.  Attached for your information is FHWA’s apportionment notice and funding tables. 

On a related note, Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood recently sent a letter to all governors regarding upcoming certification requirements as mandated by ARRA.  States must certify maintenance of effort by March 19, 2009.  Other reporting requirements concerning proper use of funds and compliance with federal law will follow shortly thereafter.
