	LABC Third Annual Sustainability Summit
Today, I along with Director Katz participated in the Los Angeles Business Council’s Third Annual Sustainability Summit, titled Building a Green Economy: Energy, Transportation & Innovation.  The summit, hosted by The Getty, Mayor Villaraigosa and Sony Pictures, was held at The Getty Harold M. Williams Auditorium.  I discussed some our sustainability efforts including our solar panel installation projects as well as our goal to construct facilities that meet LEED certification.  I also pointed out that we operate the largest CNG bus fleet in the country and talked about our efforts with High Speed Rail.  In addition, I talked about our transit oriented development projects as well as our capital projects, such as the Metro Orange Line Extension to Chatsworth, which is the first official project to begin construction under Measure R.  I discussed the quality of life improvements that we will achieve during the first five years with Measure R including, returning approximately $3 billion into the local economy, creating more new jobs and getting more people out of their cars and onto public transportation.
Keynote speakers for the event included the Honorable Barbara Boxer, Chair of the Committee on Environment and Public Works and Mayor Villaraigosa.  Director O’Connor was also in attendance.     Approximately 550 people were in attendance including members of the business community, non-profit organizations and several state legislators and key officials.
