	Twenty Five California House Democrats Send Letter To FRA on High Speed Rail

A majority of California’s delegation of House Democrats have signed a letter to Federal Railroad Administration Administrator Joseph Szabo in support of our state’s High Speed Rail (HSR) application for American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009 funds. ARRA will make $8 billion available for HSR projects across the country. The letter does not endorse a specific HSR project/segment, but does emphasize that California is the only state in the nation that has passed an HSR bond measure. The U.S. Department of Transportation expects the first HSR grants to be awarded later this year. For your review, please find attached a copy of the congressional HSR correspondence.

Press Event on Westside Subway Extension Update
This afternoon, numerous media outlets attended a press event with Los Angeles Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa, L.A. County Supervisor Zev Yaroslavsky, Metro Board Chair Ara Najarian, Directors Pam O’Connor & Rita Robinson and myself as well as a host of other officials. The event was held to announce completion of exploratory drillings at approximately 70 Westside locations as a key part of the planning and environmental process for the proposed Westside Subway Extension, a regionally beneficial Measure R transportation project. It was noted that the subway project is expected to improve mobility throughout the L.A. County region and would create thousands of jobs during construction.
