IFB for Metro Subway Station Canopy Project
Procurement has released an IFB to procure construction services for the Metro Subway Station Canopy Project. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from October 30, 2009, through January 21, 2010.

The subway station portals have escalators and stairs that are exposed to corrosive rain damage. This is a major cause of downtime for repairs which impact vertical transportation and customer service. The work will consist of construction of five new canopies over exposed escalators and stairs at Metro subway station entrances with the option for additional nine canopies.
