The California High Speed Rail Authority (CHSRA) yesterday approved the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the CHSRA and the Gateway Cities Council of Governments (GCCOG). The MOU establishes a working relationship between the CHSRA and the GCCOG in which the GCCOG will create a technical working group of city engineers, community development directors, Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA), CHSRA, GCCOG and our staff and an administrative committee of city managers, GCCOG, OCTA and our staff. These teams will work together in an attempt to resolve the community impacts of the proposed high speed train alignment through the communities from Vernon to Anaheim. The MOU also provides up to $700,000 for the GCCOG to contract for technical and engineering expertise to assist the cities in this process.

Westside Subway Extension Community Information Meetings

Last night, the Westside Subway Extension Project Team concluded the last of five Station Information meetings held throughout the study corridor over the last three weeks. Meetings were held in the Miracle Mile, Beverly Hills, West Hollywood, Santa Monica and at the Veteran's Administration campus in Westwood. Approximately 500 people attended this round of meetings, about half of which were first-time attendees at the Westside Subway Extension community meetings. Representatives from Speaker Bass, Mayor Villaraigosa, Assemblyman Feuer and Los Angeles Councilman Paul Koretz also attended the meetings. Media in attendance included the Santa Monica Daily Press, Green LA Girl, Curbed LA, Reason TV, Daily Bruin and Neon Tommy.

The meetings provided the public with information about possible subway station locations, entrances and designs. Following a general presentation by Planning and Regional Communications staff, the public was invited to participate in breakout groups to give input about specific station locations and issues. Representatives from the each of the City's Planning Departments as well as representatives from major institutions such as UCLA, Cedars-Sinai Medical Center, the Los Angeles County Museum of Art and the Veterans Administration were present at related station breakout groups to supplement Project Team members and to answer questions about planning and development issues specific to each city or institution.  

Input from these meetings will be used in the preparation of the Draft Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report (EIS/EIR). We plan to release a Draft EIS/EIR for public review next summer before bringing it back for Board consideration in the fall.
2009 Western Regional Audit Forum

On November 5th and 6th, we hosted the Western Regional Audit Forum. The event was coordinated by Management Audit Services, and was sponsored by the Institute of Internal Auditors San Gabriel Valley Chapter (IIA). More than 130 people attended the two-day event which featured 22 speakers discussing a variety of relevant issues including Evaluating Enterprise Risk Management, Assessing Internal Controls, Fraud Risk Assessments Finding Fraud, American Recovery and Reinvestment Act and Audit Areas that Can Save Money. 

The purpose of the forum was to provide quality professional education for auditors on emerging audit issues at a reasonable price. The forum provided up to 16 continuing professional education (CPE) credits. Auditing standards require that 40 hours of CPE be obtained annually.
