Today, the Los Angeles Times inquired about ridership stats on the various Metro Rail lines in terms of what the ridership was when we opened the lines versus what the ridership is today. Staff provided the reporter with current ridership stats as well as historical ridership stats from when the lines opened and how ridership has grown over the years. It was noted that on the Metro Blue Line when it opened in 1990, we recorded 19,000 average weekday boardings and now the line is recording close to 75,000 boardings. The reporter is preparing a story that may run tomorrow on ridership trends in light of the recent opening of the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension and our projected ridership of 13,000 average weekday boardings after the first year of operation on that particular segment of the Gold Line.
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
