Today, Media Relations issued a news release announcing the December 13, 2009 debut of Metro Line 902, a new weekday-only peak-hour bus service that directly connects North Hollywood, Van Nuys and Pacoima in the San Fernando Valley. The new line will help relieve congestion on the Metro Orange Line and will eliminate the need for bus and rail passengers at the North Hollywood Metro Red Line Station to transfer to the Orange Line for bus trips ending at Valley College and Van Nuys stations. The line then converts to local service along Van Nuys Boulevard to Pacoima.
