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	State Budget Update

Tomorrow Governor Schwarzenegger will deliver his State of the State speech. In addition the Governor will also call a Special Session of the Legislature to address to ongoing State Budget deficit.  A special session could trigger action by the Legislature in the very near future.  In addition, as previously reported the Governor’s budget proposal which will be presented on Friday, is expected to contain a proposal to eliminate the sales tax on gas and replace it with a gas tax.  This will have the effect of eliminating the funding sources for Proposition 42 and the Public Transportation Account.
Presentation to Central City Association Transportation Committee
Today, Planning and Regional Communications staff provided project updates on the Regional Connector Transit Corridor Study and the South Bay Metro Green Line Extension Project to 20 members of the Central City Association’s Transportation Committee. The Central City Association continues to staunchly support Measure R projects and remains an advocate of new transit infrastructure for the Los Angeles Region. The Committee passed a motion to support the inclusion of a fully underground, third build alternative to the Draft Environmental Impact Report/Statment for the Regional Connector. The motion will be presented to their Executive Board later this week. In addition, the Central City Association indicated they will continue to engage the support of electeds and the business community to expedite these projects.

I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project

The UCLA Daily Bruin inquired about upcoming night-time construction activity on the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project and how these activities would affect UCLA student commutes.  Staff reported that specific freeway construction work notices are not yet available; however no construction activity is planned during regular day-time school hours.  Students are encouraged investigate commute alternatives such as rideshare and public transit options, as well as monitor the agency’s project web site for specific construction information.  The story is expected to run tomorrow.  
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
