This week, the U.S. Senate voted 62-30 to invoke cloture on their Jobs bill (HR 2847) that includes payroll tax reductions for businesses that hire new workers and extensions of the Highway Trust Fund, the “Build America” bond program and expense deductions for small businesses. More importantly, for our agency, this measure also includes a one-year extension of the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU).
