Real Time Bus Arrival Information System (BAIS)

This procurement will provide for the design, implementation, and maintenance of a Real Time Bus Arrival Information System (BAIS) which shall interface with our existing Advanced Transportation Management System (ATMS). The real-time bus arrival information will improve our ability to provide riders with timely fleet status/arrival information via cell/smart-phones, internet, wireless devices, etc. where riders need and want it most.

Greenline Map Case Replacements

Procurement will release an RFP next week to procure Greenline Map Case Replacements. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from March 15, 2010 through May 30, 2010.

We have a need to remove and replace deteriorating mapcases on platforms at the five western stations on the Metro Green Line. It has become obvious over the years that the structural steel components are subject to extreme rusting; nowhere has this become more apparent than in the Green Line stations (Aviation, Mariposa, El Segundo, Douglas, Redondo Beach) located near the ocean, close to incoming sea air. The mapcases at the five stations also suffer from poor drainage on their top surfaces, so beyond the sea air problem there is rainwater and condensation penetrating the interiors.

Construction Services for Central Hotel Improvements

Procurement will release an Invitation for Bids (IFB) next week to procure construction services for Central Hotel Improvements. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from March 15, 2010 through May 17, 2010.

Central Hotel, a 3-story masonry building located at 1331 East 7th Street in the City of Los Angeles, is seated on a private property with guest rooms on the 2nd and 3rd floor of the building and immediately next to Metro Division 1's bus parking lot on the east. The purpose of the improvements is to reduce the noise level in the 18 designated guest rooms that are adjacent to the parking lot.  This project resulted from an Agreement for Temporary Construction Easement between Central Hotel and LACMTA executed on August 4, 2005 pursuant to Board action of February 22, 2001 (Agenda Item # 12, Division 1 Land Acquisition and Expansion Project).

Video Analytics Software

This solicitation will replace the existing contract which provides bus tires for the entire revenue fleet on a lease basis and all related tire maintenance services including tire removal, balancing and wheel powder coating and polishing.

Spark Plugs and Wires for Bus Fleet

Metro will release an IFB next week to procure Spark Plugs and Wires for the bus fleet.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from March 18, 2010 through May 30, 2010.

The Spark Plug is an electrical device that fits into the cylinder head of a CNG engine and ignites the fuel mixture needed for combustion to power the engine. Award of a contract will provide a commitment from the supplier to ensure availability at a fixed, competitive price.
