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I-Pass Program Press Event

This morning I joined community college officials and Pasadena Mayor Bill Bogaard at Pasadena City College (PCC) for a press conference to promote the school’s new I-Pass Program.  Nearly 9,000 full-time students are eligible for the Metro Institution Pass program, which enables colleges to subsidize transit passes for their student body with the goal of providing affordable commuting solutions while encouraging public transit use.  I-Pass stamps are now available for the nominal fee of $30 for the Spring semester, saving students $114 over non-participating school pass prices. So far this semester, more than 800 students have taken advantage of the program.  Several media outlets covered the press conference, with stories expected to run tomorrow.

· No right turn from northbound Normandie Avenue onto Exposition Boulevard will be allowed. 

· Eastbound and westbound Exposition Boulevard will remain open to thru traffic; however, left turns from westbound Exposition Boulevard onto Normandie Avenue will be restricted.

· Flagmen and directional signage will be used to safely direct drivers around the construction zones in order to minimize the disruption to traffic.
