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Westlake/MacArthur Park Joint Development Groundbreaking

This morning, Media Relations co-hosted a successful groundbreaking event with developer McCormack Baron Salazar to commemorate the start of a brand new joint development project at the Westlake/MacArthur Park Metro Rail Station. Board Chair Ara Najarian joined Los Angeles Mayor and Board Member Antonio Villaraigosa as well as a host of other partners to kick off the $45 million project, which will be built in two phases in one of the city’s oldest neighborhoods. When completed, the development will contain 172 affordable housing units, ground-level retail, 100 parking spaces for Metro Rail customers and other public improvements. A product of the agency’s Joint Development Program, the project is expected to spur future growth and reinvestment in the historic area. Numerous media, including channels 4, 5, 7, 11, 35, Downtown News, KFI, Mexicanal TV and Eastern Group Newspapers attended the event, with stories expected to run today and tomorrow.

El Monte Bus Station Construction Work Set to Begin
Media Relations issued a news release today noting that we will begin constructing a temporary bus terminal on Tuesday, April 20 in preparation for the ultimate construction of a new El Monte Bus Station. The construction will take place in the parking lot of the station located to the right of the main entrance at Santa Anita Ave. and Ramona Blvd. in El Monte. The release notes that parking at the El Monte Station during this construction period will be restricted and a chain link fence will be erected around the parking lot while construction of the temporary bus station proceeds. Completion of the temporary facility is expected in August 2010. Following completion of the temporary bus terminal, the existing bus station will be closed for further construction work and all buses will be redirected to the temporary bus terminal. The $45 million El Monte Station construction project, part of the ExpressLanes project, will consist of a new two story building that will house a public bus and terminal station with limited retail space, a customer service center and surface parking. Final construction is anticipated to be completed in January 2012.

· Eastbound and westbound Jefferson Boulevard will remain open to through traffic but will occasionally be reduced to one lane in each direction, and left turns to and from Hauser Boulevard will be restricted.

· Directional signage and electronic message boards will be used to safely direct drivers around the construction zones in order to minimize the disruption to traffic.

· Local access will be maintained for all residents.

Advisories:  Parking restrictions in all construction areas will be strictly enforced at all times. Please do not enter the construction work zone and obey all posted construction signs.
