Metro Attends Canoga Park Neighborhood Watch Community Meeting
On Tuesday, April 13, 2010 the Metro Orange Line (MOL) Extension project team met with and made a presentation to over 30 Canoga Park stakeholders who attended the Canoga Park Neighborhood Watch monthly meeting. It was an opportunity for the project team to provide an overview of the MOL Extension and project update, including the public outreach and mitigation plan. The community expressed its continued support for the project.
South Bay Metro Green Line Extension Begins Public Scoping

Today, the Notice of Intent (NOI) for the South Bay Metro Green Extension was published in the Federal Register. This starts the public scoping period, which will conclude on May 28, 2010. The South Bay Metro Green Line Extension, a Measure R project, will examine, in addition to the No Build and Transportation Systems Management Alternatives, options for extending rail service farther into the South Bay to improve mobility in southwest Los Angeles County. As part of the scoping period, we will hold four public hearings to obtain input on the project’s purpose and need, alternatives, potential impacts and mitigations for analysis in the Draft Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report.
