LA City Council Transportation Committee Hears Status Report on Wilshire BRT Project
Yesterday, the Los Angeles City Council Transportation Committee heard an LA Department of Transportation (LADOT) status report on the Wilshire Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) Project. LADOT and our staff reported that the Administrative Draft Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment (EIR/EA) will be submitted to the FTA for review this month. The draft EIR/EA is expected to be released for public review in June 2010 with the Final EIR/EA expected to be completed in September 2010. Our Board would tentatively consider this item in January 2011 followed by the LA City Council and the LA County Board of Supervisors. Construction could possibly begin in the Spring of 2011 and take around two years to complete. However, the City's Bureau of Street Services, which will be responsible for the re-construction of the Wilshire Boulevard curb lanes in the mid-City area, reports that staffing and budget cuts may delay this timetable. This item will be scheduled for the full City Council agenda in the near future.
