I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project Construction Update

In preparation for the demolition and reconstruction of the Sunset Bridge, the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project contractor plans to reconfigure traffic and place concrete barriers (k-rail) on the Sunset Boulevard Bridge in West Los Angeles between Church Lane and Thurston Street May 7-10. Sunset Bridge traffic will be reduced to two lanes in each direction. This configuration will be in place for approximately 10 months. In preparation for traffic configuration, the contractor will be working on the Sunset Bridge during day time and night time hours starting May 3, 2010 through May 7, 2010. Traffic reconfiguration work is anticipated to start at 9:00 p.m. on Friday, May 7, 2010 through 6:00 a.m. on Monday, May 10, 2010.
