As discussed in previous Daily Briefs, the Senate and Assembly Budget Subcommittees have recommended bond funding levels that will support allocations to these and other Metro projects.

This is the latest Expo construction notice regarding general construction daytime activities in the Mid-Corridor portion of the Expo Line. The notice outlines construction activities that will last from June, 2010 through December 2010.
When: June 2010 through December 2010
Monday through Friday: 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.
Saturdays (when necessary): 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.
(All work hours are subject to approval by the City of Los Angeles.)
 
Where: Construction crews will continue working along the Exposition right-of-way, between Vermont Avenue and La Brea Avenue.
 
What: The following construction activities are anticipated:
· Overhead Catenary System (OCS) foundation, pole, and cable installation
· Station construction (finish work)
· Completion of track foundation
· Competition of track and concrete tie installation
· Curb and gutter installation
· Traffic signal installation 
· Graffiti abatement surface treatments 
 
Traffic Impacts: 
There will be no long-term vehicular traffic impacts as a result of these construction activities. However, trucks and heavy equipment will occasionally interrupt traffic as they enter and exit the right-of-way. Flagmen will be used to safely direct vehicular traffic and pedestrians in order to minimize disruption to the public.
