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Top-Scoring Maintainer Team Takes 1st Place at 2010 APTA International Rail Rodeo in Vancouver; Metro Team Ranks Third in Overall Standings

Our rail team emerged victorious at the 2010 American Public Transportation Association (APTA) International Rail Rodeo June 5, 2010, scoring first place in the maintainers’ competition and ranking third in the combined overall standings.
Our championship maintainer team of Glen Abraham, Ronnie Burt and Eric Czintos took first place, racking up first-place points in four of the eight competitor events. 
The maintainers chalked up a near three-peat victory, nailing first place for the third time since 2007. (The championship team narrowly missed first place in the 2009 maintainers’ competition, but claimed the top crown in the overall scores at that event held in Chicago.) 
Green Line operator José Arrias and Gold Line operator Pam Parker-Ehrich teamed up to compete in a field dominated by heavy-hitters from eight major transit properties, including two Canadian teams. Both operators are first-time competitors who managed to score third highest in the operator’s course, the competition’s toughest field. Their good performance, when combined with the points from the top-scoring maintainers, earned the team a respectable third place overall.
The Regional Transportation District (RTD) of Denver, Colorado won the prestigious Rail Transit Team Achievement Award. This top award is given to the system with the highest rail operator and maintainer team combined score.
The winners of the 18th annual American Public Transportation Association (APTA) International Rail Rodeo were announced on June 6, 2010 at an awards dinner in Vancouver at the 2010 APTA Rail Conference.

We were the team to beat for the third year in a row. Our Metro championship rail team took top honors at the 2009 APTA International Rail Rodeo held at the Chicago Transit Authority yard in Skokie, Illinois. The previous year, our Metro team scored the prestigious Rail Transit Team Achievement Award at the 16th annual APTA International Rail Rodeo, held in San Francisco in 2008.

Westside Subway Extension
In June 2007, the Board awarded a contract to a team of consultants headed by PB Americas Inc. for alternatives analysis, environmental clearance and related engineering for the Westside Subway Extension. The base contract included the Alternatives Analysis (AA) Study and the following three options:
1. Draft Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental lmpact Report (EIS/R) and Advanced Conceptual Engineering (ACE)

2. Final EIS/R

3. Preliminary Engineering (PE)

The first option (Draft EIS/EIR & ACE) was approved for award by the Board in January 2009 and is approximately 80% complete at this time. In September 2010, the Board will consider approving the Draft EIS/EIR recommendations, adopting the Project's Locally Preferred Alternative (LPA) and exercising the remaining two contract options for the Final EIS/R and PE, respectively. The total amount for these two remaining contract options is expected to well exceed the cost of the base contract and first option combined.

This report provides a status of the Westside Subway contract activities to date, the rationale for proceeding with the award of the remaining two contract options and the steps that are being taken to award these options at the September Board Meeting.

Aviation/Century Intermodal Transit Center

The Los Angeles World Airports (LAWA) received $3.95 million in a federal earmark for the Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) Intermodal Facility. As LAWA has been delayed in completing its Specific Plan Amendment Study, they have been unable to use the earmark. As a result, they contacted us to gauge our interest in assuming the grant for use on the Aviation/Century Intermodal Transit Center station planning efforts. Initially, this station will be used by the Crenshaw/LAX Transit Project with potential future use by the Metro Green Line to LAX Project. We have determined that these funds could be used for the planning and preliminary design of the station and bus transfer center, intermodal interfaces and modeling to support the design effort without impacting the Crenshaw/LAX Transit Project schedule. The funds must be used for elements of the project that include bus facilities. Approximately $363,000 in Measure R dollars will be used to provide our required 20% local match.
