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ExpressLanes Legislative Bill Passes

Metro's sponsor bill AB 1224 (Eng, D-Monterey Park) which would extend the implementation dates in state law for our demonstration project, was approved by the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee today with bipartisan support. Assemblymember Mike Eng presented the bill and our staff was present to testify in support of the legislation. The bill will now head to the Senate Floor.

Service Changes Set for June 27

Media Relations issued a news release today noting that beginning Sunday, June 27, 2010, we will make various route and service adjustments during peak hours, late night and on weekends on a number of Metro Bus lines in an effort to enhance service and operate more efficiently. The release also notes that we will implement a new Metro Rapid Line 733 that will operate between downtown Los Angeles and Santa Monica via Venice Boulevard. The new rapid line will replace limited stop service on Line 333 and will operate from the Patsaouras Transit Plaza adjacent to the east portal of Union Station to Santa Monica seven days a week between 5:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. Service will operate every 10 to 15 minutes on weekdays during the day with later evening service operating every 20 minutes. Owl service on Venice Boulevard will be provided by local Line 33. In addition, enhanced bus/rail interface service to better serve the Metro Eastside Gold Line Extension will be implemented.
