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Community Briefings continue on the I-405 Project
The project team conducted the following briefings this week:

· On June 29, 2010, staff briefed 15 members of the Roscomare Valley Association about future work on the Skirball Bridge. Association members reiterated their desire to implement traffic calming measures in Roscomare Valley to mitigate for potential impacts from construction. We are working with the Los Angeles Department of Transportation and Council District 5 to evaluate the community’s suggestions. A representative of Councilmember Koretz’ office was in attendance. 
· On June 30, 2010, we made a presentation to the Sherman Oaks Chamber of Commerce. A status update on upcoming work around the Skirball Bridge was provided. Attendees expressed concern about future reduction of traffic lanes across the bridge and the resulting impact to Sepulveda Boulevard. Representatives were in attendance from the offices of Supervisor Yaroslavsky, Councilmember Koretz and Councilmember Krekorian.  

Westside Subway Extension Community Update Meetings

Last night, we concluded our latest round of community update meetings for the Westside Subway Extension. Approximately 300 people attended with 57 providing verbal comments and six handing in written comments at the five meetings. Twenty-three people participated online for the meeting held in Westwood on June 28, 2010, which was available via live web-cast. We also have over 100 “followers” who could access meeting updates via Twitter.

This is the last round of community update meetings prior to the release of the Draft Environmental Impact Study/Environmental Impact Report anticipated later this summer and the associated public hearings. This series of meetings provided an overview of issues that have been reviewed with the public in prior meetings and what the public can anticipate in the draft document. It also provided information on the performance of the five alignment alternatives under review and the next steps in the subway planning process.

People at the meetings generally asked questions or expressed their preferences about details such as the locations of specific stations, how the subway would be built, etc. Overall, they remain very supportive of the project. Most attendees expressed concern about the possibility of tunneling under the residential area in the southwest portion of Beverly Hills to connect to the Century City Station. We are continuing to evaluate locations for the Century City Station -- one under Santa Monica Boulevard and one under Constellation Boulevard. We are evaluating different alignments to reach the latter location, but all would require tunneling under this residential area.

Beverly Hills Councilmembers Barry Brucker and Nancy Krasne attended one meeting. Representatives from the offices of Supervisor Yaroslavsky and Assemblymember Feuer were also in attendance. Media covering the meetings included Curbed LA, Beverly Hills Courier, Beverly Hills Patch.com, Park La Brea Beverly Press and Santa Monica Mirror. This fall the Board will consider selecting the Locally Preferred Alternative.
