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ADA/DBE & Title VI Review

Caltrans notified Metro on June 17, 2010 that it would be conducting a review of our compliance with Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Program and Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Title VI) requirements. All three are important civil rights laws which provide guidance for making a fairer and more just society.  

Part 1 of the review was a request to respond to three questionnaires that included 114 questions. Staff from many departments provided written responses with dozens of exhibits documenting our efforts in these areas. 

Part 2 of the review was to be an on-sight visit to interview key personnel. Unfortunately, Caltrans informed us that they will be unable to conduct the on-site portion of the compliance review scheduled for August, due to an absence of a State budget. Once a State budget is passed, the on-site portion of the compliance review will be rescheduled.

San Fernando Valley Public Hearing

Last night, the San Fernando Valley (SFV) Governance Council held a public hearing to receive comments on proposed Metro Bus service changes in the area. 

The proposed service changes for the SFV include the cancellation of line 168 on Lassen Avenue and suspension of the Rapid line 750 weekend service on Ventura Boulevard, accompanied with enhancements to local line 150. In addition to these service changes, consideration of making line 902 permanent was also a topic of this hearing. Approximately 55 members of the public and staff were in attendance and 24 speakers provided comments.

Staff will prepare a summary of the hearing's public comments and will consider making adjustments to the service plan. The revised service plan will be presented to the SFV Governance Council at its meeting on September 1, 2010. The SFV Governance Council will review the staff recommendations for this region and determine if the proposed service changes should be approved, modified or denied. Tier 1 service changes will also go to the Board for approval. If approved, service changes will come into effect on December 12, 2010 or after.

The remaining four Governance Councils will conduct their public hearings next week. Public participation in these hearings is expected to be strong. 

Rave & Other Weekend Events
This Saturday, August 7, 2010 there will be three events at venues adjacent to the Gold Line.  
· The Hard Summer Music Festival will be held from noon to midnight at the Los Angeles State Park (Cornfield) on North Spring Street, featuring a large number of artists from around the world. Attendees are being encouraged to use Metro services to the Chinatown Station. The expected attendance is 20,000.

· In Pasadena, the LA Galaxy will match up against Real Madrid at 7:30pm in the Rose Bowl. The attendance is expected to be 90,000. Once again, attendees are being encouraged to use Metro Services to Memorial Park Station, and then transfer to the Rose Bowl Shuttle leaving from the Parsons Corporation, three blocks west of the station.

· Saturday is also the kick-off of the LA Chinatown Summer Nights, from 5:00 p.m. to midnight for four Saturdays. The event will showcase the Chinatown community with entertainment, food and vendors primarily on Broadway.

· The last scheduled northbound Gold Line train leaves Chinatown Station at 11:56 p.m.

· The last scheduled southbound connecting Gold Line train (to Metro Red Line and, in turn, Metro Blue Line) leaves the Memorial Park Station at 11:47 p.m. and Chinatown at 12:06 a.m.

· The last scheduled southbound Gold Line train to Union Station (no connections) leaves Memorial Park Station at 12:47 a.m. and Chinatown at 1:06 a.m.

· Additional capacity will be added to all trains for the day to accommodate the increased ridership.
· Metro will have customer service, supervisory and management personnel at Union Station, Memorial Park and Chinatown stations to assist passengers and ensure a safe and reliable system for all.

For the safety of all our patrons and staff, additional security will be deployed throughout the system. 

Metro Interns Tour Bus Division

Yesterday, over 80 of our High School and College Transportation Career Academy Program Summer Interns were led through a tour of Division 1. This tour was conducted by Transportation Manager Gary Spivack, along with his instructor and supervisor team and Maintenance Manager John McBryan, along with his supervisors, store keeper and service attendants. John also engaged the four interns assigned to Maintenance Division 1 to assist in conducting the maintenance portion of the tour for the Gateway interns. The interns were led though a full tour of the transportation operations from markup through the train room to instruction and then on to the bus for a tour of the vault island, through the bus wash and then on to the rest of the maintenance facility. This experience gave the interns an opportunity to see how service is delivered and the reason why we here at Gateway support the Divisions in direct delivery of service to the customers.   

National Night Out

On Tuesday, Metro’s Transit Education Programs staff participated in the National Night Out along Metro’s rail alignments in Pasadena, East Los Angeles, Compton and West Los Angeles, distributing bus and rail safety materials.
