Uninterruptible Power Supply IFB

Safety-Net Transportation RFP

Procurement will release a Request for Proposals (RFP) number PS10716079 next week to procure services of a Contractor to manage safety-net transportation for people who commute to work using a mode other than driving alone. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from August 9, 2010 through October 31, 2010.

Our agency, along with the other County Transportation Commissions (CTC) of Orange, Riverside and San Bernardino counties require administrative services to manage the regional Guaranteed Ride Home (GRH) Program and enhance program materials and processes. The intent of the GRH program is to encourage rideshare modes by providing employers with options for dealing with employee emergencies, as well as to support employers who participate in regional trip reduction programs. There is no charge for eligible employers to participate in the program; however employees are limited to three GRH uses per calendar year (January – December) and must pay for taxi fare over $50.00. Rental car fees are covered 100% as long as the negotiated rate with the current provider is under $50.00 per use.
