Metro Begins Geotechnical Testing for Regional Connector

Media Relations issued a news release this afternoon noting that starting Monday, April 25, we will begin conducting geotechnical tests at multiple locations along the planned alignment of the downtown Regional Connector project as part of the planning and engineering for the project. The initial geotechnical work in downtown Los Angeles will include soil, noise, and vibration tests to be completed over a two-week period.  The data collected will provide information on subsurface conditions to evaluate optimum excavation and construction methodologies. Included in the geotechnical borings will be a variety of tests that establish soil conditions.  Part of the testing will include Sonic Core Drilling that measures noise and vibration in relation to geotechnical conditions and existing infrasture. Most of the testing will occur during the day with a limited amount of nighttime testing. Traffic controls will be implemented to minimize impact to the community.

Graffiti Vandal Arrested

This week, a man known by Sheriff’s officials for defacing Metro property, "Revok" (also known as Jason Williams), was arrested at LAX after a bench warrant was issued. "Revok" was detained without incident while waiting for a flight to Ireland. He is being held in lieu of $300,000 bail. In his possession, sheriffs found evidence of additional felony acts of vandalism adjacent to the Metro Blue Line. Revok was placed on probation in Los Angeles County stemming from a 2010 arrest by Metro Sheriff's Special Problems Unit for possession of vandalism tools, possession of a counterfeit badge and violation of probation. Click here for more details on the arrest.
Procurement Postings for Next Week

Right of Way Acquisition and Relocation Services 
Procurement will release a Request for Proposals (RFP) next week to procure the Right of Way Acquisition and Relocation Services. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from April 27, 2011 through June 28, 2011.

Services are required to permit MTA to contract out for acquisition and relocation services from qualified consultants. It is anticipated that several transit projects will be implemented simultaneously over the next three years which will require the acquisition of approximately 393 parcels of land and the displacement of approximately 226 business and residential occupants.

700 Forty-Foot (40’) Low Floor CNG Transit Buses

Procurement will release an RFP next week to procure 700 forty-foot (40’) Low Floor CNG Transit Buses. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from April 25, 2011 through December 6, 2011.

The purchase of 700 forty-foot (40’) Low Floor CNG Transit Buses is required to replace existing in-service buses that will reach the end of their useful life between FY12 and FY14. The procurement method used will be a competitively negotiated procurement as defined by PCC 20217 and approved on consent by the board at the regular board meeting on Thursday, March 24, 2011, Agenda Item No. 10.

Metro Red Line Union Station Improvements

Procurement will release a RFP to procure contractor services for the Metro Red Line (MRL) Union Station Improvement Project. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from April 25, 2011 through June 15, 2011.

The overall purpose of this project is to achieve increased throughput and turn-back of trains at the MRL Union Station and increased throughput of trains between Hollywood/Highland and Universal City Stations. The contract scope is for design modifications only. Components and equipment, construction, and testing will be performed by Metro personnel.

Division 13 Bus Maintenance and Operations Facility 

Procurement will release an Invitation for Bids (IFB) next week to procure construction services for the Division 13 Bus Maintenance and Operations Facility located in downtown (across from Gateway).  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from April 29, 2011 through July 15, 2011.

The successful bidder will complete all construction work for the new Division 13 Bus Maintenance and Operations Facility, a three-level structure that will operate and maintain up to 200 CNG buses.  The facility has been designed to achieve a LEED Gold certification.  This project was approved by the Metro Board of Directors on September 25, 2008, Agenda Item No. 35.

Division 11 Body Shop Ventilation System

Procurement will release an IFB for a contractor to perform design/build construction and construction management work for a Ventilation System at Division 11.
