A reporter with the Los Angeles Times inquired today regarding The Crenshaw/LAX Project related to discussions that took place last week at the Measure R Committee meeting. The reporter is focusing on the Vernon Station option, issues with the Federal Aviation Association on potential configurations adjacent to the south runway and impacts to the cost of the project. Staff explained that we have demonstrated respect for the communities concerns by fully exploring a number of different alternatives, and have detailed the design and environmental impacts of the Crenshaw/Vernon station as a design option within the context of the environmental review process. Orange Line Extension Construction Notice

Sidewalk Improvements along Canoga Avenue 

As part of the continuing construction for the Metro Orange Line Extension, the Contractor will be doing sidewalk improvements along the easterly side of Canoga Avenue at each Bus Rapid Transit crossing from Vanowen Street to Prairie Street. This work will be performed in two stages: one stage will include sidewalk improvements on the northeast side of the intersection. The other stage will include sidewalk improvements and right-turn pockets on the southeast side of the intersection. This activity requires the reconfiguration of traffic lanes and the placement of concrete barriers (k-rail) to isolate the work zone.
