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Metro Red Line Train Incident at 7th and Metro Station 

At approximately 2:02 p.m. this afternoon a Metro Red Line Patron fell on the trackway at 7th and Metro Station. The eastbound train was able to stop prior to making contact. The patron was removed off the tracks by the Los Angeles Fire Department and taken to a nearby hospital by paramedics. Normal service resumed at 2:48 p.m. The incident is under investigation by LA Sheriff’s Department.
Metro Holds Community Workshop Meetings

Media Relations issued a news release today noting that we will host three community workshop meetings in late August to introduce community stakeholders to a study underway examining ways to connect the growing Metro Rail system to the Los Angeles International Airport (LAX). The release notes that the focus of the study is a four square mile area bounded by La Cienega Boulevard on the east, Manchester Avenue to the north, Imperial Highway to the south, and the LAX airport terminals on the west. Initial alternatives under consideration include Light Rail Transit (LRT), Automated People Mover (APM) and Bus Rapid Transit (BRT). We are currently analyzing the various options for each transit type in order to narrow down the number of alternatives that will be carried forward to the environmental review phase. The community meetings will be held on August 23, 25 and 30.
