The law enforcement task force arrested fifteen suspects for a variety of crimes ranging from graffiti, narcotics and theft of auto parts. Two search warrants were served on three graffiti vandals for causing over $10,000 in damages to Sylmar High School, Metro’s Gold Line and local freeways. Investigations were led by deputies from the Sheriff’s Transit Services Bureau, which is the Los Angeles Sheriff’s Department unit that provides law enforcement services for Metro. 

Suspects were charged with graffiti crimes such as felony vandalism, possession of vandalism tools, possession of methamphetamine and possession of auto parts with the VIN numbers removed. Five of the suspects had provided false addresses to the probation department which is a violation of their conditions. The communities and victims where the warrants and probation searches were conducted, and/or damaged by graffiti included the cities of Los Angeles, Inglewood, Lynwood, Sylmar, Gardena, Compton and Cudahy as well as Metro and LAUSD property.
