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LAEDC Releases Economic Impact Study on Metro
The Los Angeles County Economic Development Corporation (LAEDC) has issued a study evaluating the economic and fiscal impact of our agency’s operations and expenditures for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010. The study found that our agency’s expenditures ($2.6 billion) in Southern California resulted in over 51,500 jobs (direct and indirect) and $8.1 billion in economic output. Further, the LAEDC study documents that more than $1.2 billion was spent on wages and benefits for our employees and the employees of our subsidized operations. In Fiscal Year 2010, our agency made payments to more than 2,400 vendors in the United States and Canada, of which over 1,400 were located in the State of California. In an analysis of our agency’s economic impact by industry sector, the study shows that nearly 4,000 construction jobs were created by Metro expenditures.
