Today, we received the Federal Transit Administration's (FTA) approval to release the Final Environmental Impact Statement/Report (FEIS/R) for the Crenshaw/LAX project. The document will be posted to the project's website today at www.metro.net/crenshaw and over the next several days, it will be publicly distributed to those in our recipient data base. It will also be available at local libraries. Additionally, we will be holding an open house on Tuesday, September 13, 2011 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the Angeles Mesa Presbyterian Church located at 3751 W. 54th Street, Los Angeles, CA 90043. The Crenshaw/LAX FEIS/R will be considered by the Planning and Programming Committee on September 14, 2011 and the full Board on September 22, 2011.
Metro Green Line to LAX Community Workshops

Last night, we concluded our first round of three community workshops for the Metro Green Line to LAX. Over 200 stakeholders attended the three workshops, including representatives from local and regional businesses, community organizations and the offices of state and local elected officials. Participants had an opportunity to provide feedback to the project team on the alignments under consideration and offer ideas on how best to connect the growing Metro Rail system to Los Angeles International Airport (LAX). The Community Workshop materials, including the information boards, “Make Your Connection” video and LAX User Questionnaire have been posted to our website at metro.net/greenlinetolax.

The project team will review the comments and suggestions received as we formalize the various alternatives. We anticipate that the formal public scoping meetings for the environmental review process will be held later this fall.

Region Moves Forward with Development of Sustainable Communities Strategy

Last week, the Southern California Association of Governments (SCAG) concluded a series of 18 public outreach workshops on the 2012 Regional Transportation Plan (RTP), which will include the region’s first Sustainable Communities Strategy. The workshops were designed to solicit community input on regional priorities and scenarios for addressing growth and transportation.

Among the issues discussed were the demographic changes that will influence the demand for housing and transportation in the region over the life of the plan. SCAG staff noted that by 2035, over half the demand for new homes will come from those 65 and over, and, by 2040, 73 percent of households will be without children. By 2035, the demand for multi-family housing will increase, while the demand for large lot residential will be minimal.  

As part of the workshops, SCAG presented four scenarios for 2035 that vary in their land use programs and patterns and in the package of transportation investments. These scenarios provide a basis for understanding and discussing the potential outcomes of land-use and transportation decisions contemplated in the RTP. A draft of the RTP will be released in December; the final RTP is scheduled to be adopted in April 2012. Transit Advocates Provide Input on Signage 

Yesterday, a group of interested transit advocates provided input to Metro Communications staff on various issues concerning signage around the system. The eight participants, which included local Governance Council members, provided their input in a constructive “focus group” style, dealing primarily with customer needs at bus stops, and discussed some of the challenges involved in applying a recommended hierarchy of information to Metro’s 15,500 bus stop locations. We are grateful to this group for sharing their time and perspectives on signage considerations, and will incorporate their input into a current capital project plan for upgrading bus stop information.
