Two new interactive maps have been posted on metro.net. Both were built using Google Maps API, with Fusion Tables and the Stylized Maps feature. The Late Night Service Map displays the Metro Rail System with callouts to destinations / businesses that are open late at night. Customers may click on a business, learn about the discount, and also get contact info of the establishment. Major Activities of the I-405 Improvement Project displays a ‘zoomed-in’ view of the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project with callouts to the work of the Mulholland, Sunset and Wilshire Segments. Customers may click on an activity to read the description, estimated task completion and view photos of some of the work being done.

Creative Services interactive/web staff has been utilizing Google Maps developer tools to create maps for Metro customers; it’s a popular platform as the maps are viewable on desktop computers and mobile devices. The maps are possible with GIS and shapefiles created by Service Development Operations project information from Community Relations, and destination information from Customer Communications.
