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Cancellation of the August Metro Service Council Public Hearings

Due to increasing transit ridership, Metro has postponed the public hearings scheduled for August. The proposed service changes, if they had been approved by the Metro Service Councils, would have been implemented as early as December 2011. Based on the increase in passenger demand, Metro staff will analyze the rider travel patterns on these lines and may return next year with a revised proposal.

Supplemental Document to Draft EIR of Regional Connector Transit Corridor Study Released for Public Review
Media Relations issued a news release today noting that Metro has released the “Supplemental Environmental Assessment/Recirculated Sections of the Draft Environmental Impact Report for the Regional Connector Transit Corridor Study.” The new document is available for a 45-day public review online at www.metro.net/regionalconnector and at public libraries in the study area. The release notes that, for this review period, comments are limited to only the revised chapters and sections, and the new chapter provided in the new document. The supplement document details refinements, including the approach in and out of the underground station at First Street and Central Avenue on the eastern end of the alignment, that have since been made to the Locally Preferred Alternative in response to comments received on the Draft EIS/EIR.
