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Media Covers Early Morning Stabbing at Metro Red Line Station

This morning, Channels 2, 7, 9 along with the Los Angeles Times called Metro Media Relations requesting details on a stabbing incident on the Metro Red Line, Hollywood/Western subway station. Reporters were told that a man and woman were stabbed on the mezzanine level of the station a little after 4:30 a.m. Witnesses say that there was an argument between the couple and an African-American male who then allegedly stabbed the couple. The station was closed for investigation, and a bus bridge was established between the Vermont/Sunset and Hollywood/Vine stations. Both victims were taken to local hospitals. The man was seriously injured and underwent surgery with a neck wound; however, he is in stable condition. 
Follow-up Media Stories Expected about Today’s Stabbing at Metro Red Line Station

Channels 2, 7, 9 along with Fox News, the Huffington Post and La Opinion are working on follow-up stories about today’s early morning stabbing on the mezzanine of the Hollywood/Western subway station. Commander Pat Jordan will be a part of camera interviews and Media Relations staff provided background to reporters on how safe our Metro system is. Staff noted that serious crime on our system is down 5 percent to date from last year, and shared a link to a story posted on The Source this fall about the low crime rate on our system. Staff also noted that our Board of Directors approved a contract modification last week to the Los Angeles Sheriff’s Department (LASD) contract, which funds 105 additional LASD personnel. Staff also mentioned to the media that the female stabbing victim was treated and released from the hospital and that the male victim is expected to be released from the hospital soon.
