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Metro Rail Improved Night Service Event Draws Media

This morning, Chair Antonio Villaraigosa presided at a Metro press event to announce improved Metro Rail night service on Metro Red, Purple and Blue Lines. Starting Sunday night, November 13, 2011, service will run every 10 minutes between 6 p.m. and midnight seven days a week. This improved rail service is being held in conjunction with a “More Trains, More Often” marketing campaign involving dozens of major entertainment and cultural venues, restaurants, retail outlets and hotels which will offer Destination Discounts to Metro riders. Metro’s, Red, Purple and Blue Lines were selected for this demonstration project because they are our busiest lines at night. The program will be evaluated next spring and could be extended to other lines in an effort to boost ridership. Channels 4, 5, 7, 11, 13, 22, 34, 35, 54 and KTAN (Korea TV), radio stations KPCC, Metro Networks and KABC plus La Opinion, Downtown News, City News Service, and USC attended the event. Also, the Associated Press and the Los Angeles Times conducted phone interviews with our staff for information relating to this event. Stories are expected throughout the day.   
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
